MATH MODELS: GOALS/OBJECTIVES

All students should have completed Algebra-I prior to enrolling in Math Models. Students are also strongly encouraged to complete Geometry prior to enrolling in Math Models. An important aspect of the Math Models course is that it serves as a review for the Texas Assessment of Knowledge and Skills (TAKS) exam for math. All students are required to take and successfully complete this exam in order to graduate with a high school diploma. The TAKS exam includes elements taken from both of the two courses listed above. 

The Course: 

Math Models is a fast paced course. Students will be required to stick to a strict schedule and must be prepared to keep up. All the elements from a full year of Algebra-I and a full year of Geometry that are covered on the TAKS exam must be reviewed prior the test date in the spring so that students can track and chart their progress as they prepare to successfully complete the exam.
