8th Grade math
Textbook :  Texas Mathematics course 2 , by Glenco; Day, Frey,Howard
Goal of Course: To build on the student’s ability to understand and use mathematical concepts. As a result of the class the students will be better prepared to be successful in high school Math courses.  
Content:  We will begin with Chapter 1 and continue in order one sections at a time.  We will cover two chapters per six weeks.  There will be a mid chapter and end of chapter test for each chapter.  Instruction will be focused on the parts of the chapters covered by the TAKS test.  The exact number of chapters covered will depend on how well the class grasps the content.
Preparation/ Expectations:  It is very important for each student to be present for every class.  The course flows in such a way that each new lesson builds upon the previous lessons.  It will be difficult to keep up with the class if a student is constantly trying to catch up.  Every student is expected to come prepared for class.  Being prepared consists of having their book, notebook, paper and pencil with them every time they come to class.  The contents of the notebook are listed below.  The class will cover approximately 2 chapters each six week period. Students are expected to do their own work.  Anyone caught cheating will be given a zero for that assignment.  Students learn mathematics not by watching or listening to someone else, but by doing the problems themselves.  
TAKS TESTING: All 8th graders are required to pass the Taks test in order to be eligible to move on to the 9th grade.
