 ALGEBRA II
Textbook : Glenco: Algebra II. Holiday, Luchin, Cuevas, Carter, Marks, Day, Casey 
Goal of Course:  The goal of this course is to build upon the skills learned in Algebra I and geometry.  We will cover the chapters so that the Teks tested by the Taks test will be covered with ample time for review.
Content:  This course will begin with a Unit on solving first degree equations and inequalities.  The second unit will cover quadratic, polynomial, and radical expressions and equations.  We will review for the Taks test throughout the year.  Students who have had trouble passing the Taks test in the past will be encouraged to attend extra tutoring sessions.  Unit three deals with solving advanced functions
Preparation/ Expectations:  It is very important for each student to be present for every class.  The course flows in such a way that each new lesson builds upon the previous lessons.  It will be difficult to keep up with the class if a student is constantly trying to catch up.  Every student is expected to come prepared for class.  Being prepared consists of having their book, notebook, paper and pencil with them every time they come to class.  The contents of the notebook are listed below.  The class will cover approximately 2 chapters each six week period.  The ability of the class to grasp each concept will determine how many chapters will be covered. Students are expected to do their own work anyone caught cheating will receive a zero for their grade. Students learn mathematics not by watching or listening to someone else, but by doing the problems themselves.  
TAKS TESTING: All juniors are required to pass the Exit Level Mathematics test in order to be eligible to graduate next year.
